A participant who desires 
credit but falls short of any requirements in determinates #1 - #3 will 
negotiate with the supervisor for (a) proportionately less credit, (b) 
more time to fulfil the reading requirement, or (c) substitutions for 
some of the time requirements (such as time spent individually with the 
supervisor in counseling, special readings beyond the required reading, 
interviews and "plunges" specifically in connection with the program, 
and writing projects specifically in connection with the program--in 
some cases, career-counseling growing out of discoveries made during 
the program year). 

Rarely, a participant may want college instead of graduate credit for 
the program, and the supervisor will cooperate to that end.
