'HEAD COACH DAVE DALLAS

COACH DALLAS

Coach Dallas will begin his third year as head
football coach at Ottawa University. Last season he
compiled a conference record of 5-4 and 5-5 overall.
Coach Dallas came to the University in 1989. Previ-
ously, he was defensive coordinator at Graceland
College in Lamoni, lowa, where he also served as
recruiting coordinator.

SEASON OUTLOOK

The 1991 Ottawa University Braves are looking to
improve upon their fourth place finish in the KCAC
last year. The Braves started slow in 1990 but
finished the season 5-5 overall, winning four of their
last five games. A key to the second half of the '90
season was the arm of second team All-Conference
quarterback, Barry Bronk. Bronk will be a junior this
season and Coach Dave Dallas plans on using his
young quarterback’s arm to carry the offense.

The Braves will return eight offensive starters
including four offensive lineman. “We hope to utilize
both the run and pass, but we would like to.set up
our running game by establishing an effective pass-
ing game,” said Coach Dallas. Bronk's main receiver
will be Matt Weidl, a 1990 second team all-confer-
ence tight end.

Although the Braves lost three of their top tack-
lers, Coach Dallas is still very optimistic of his
defensive unit. “Our defense will be very athletic,
strong and quick. What we lack in size we'll make up
in these areas,” stated Dallas.

“We're very excited about the 1991 season. We've
set some very realistic goals for this year, and I think
if we can avoid crucial injuries and give 100% each
week those goals will be reached,” concluded Dallas.

Don Boulware--Coach Boulware is in this third year as
offensive coordinator for the Braves. Don previously
coached track and football at Saint Genevieve, Mo. Coach
Boulware earned his bachelor’s degree in physical educa-
tion from Northeast Missouri State University. -

Jim Grogan--Coach Grogan graduated from OU in 1953
and is currently in his 18th year of coachings Jim will be
coaching the defensive secondary while also coaching at
Ottawa High School. While at OU, Jim was a four year
letterman.

William Willie--Coach Wille will be in his 3rd year as
coach of the offensive line. Wille was a graduate assistant
at Southern Arkansas University. Wille has a master’s in
guidance and counseling and is also the resident director
of Brown Hall.

Merle Chesbro--Coach Chesbro is in his 2nd year as the
defensive back coach. Merle previously coached the line-
backers at the University of Kansas as student assistant
for two years. Merle is currently seeking his teaching
degree here at OU.

OU ASSISTANT COACHES
Kevin Johnson--This is coach Johnson’s first year with
the Braves. He graduated from Baker University in 1991
as a business major. While at Baker he was an All-
Conference defensive back. He is the defensive secondary
coach, and is also a resident director in Price Hall.
Chuck Lee--A first year coach with the OU program,
Coach Lee will be the defensive coordinator. He was the
head football coach at Williamsburg High School for nine
years, and currently teaches and coaches junior high
track and basketball at Williamsburg. Coach Lee is a 1980
graduate of Baker University. His wife, Tonia, is the
instructor of human services at OU.
Justin Whalen--Coach Whalen is a student assistantand
will be working with the defensive line. He comes to OU
from Ft. Scott Community College where he received his
associates degree and was a student assistant there for
three years. He is currently pursuing a degree in History
Education at OU.
Mark Weaver--Coach Weaver played for Ottawa Univer-
sity for two years and was named to the All-conference
team last year for his play on the offensive line. As a
student assistant he will be working with the offensive line.
Coach Weaver is currently finishing his Education degree
at OU.
