Pat Jefferson and Terry
Harper were crowned as King
and Queen last night at the an­

nual Homecoming Coronation
ceremonies. The Royal Court
was attended by upperclassmen
Merry Lee Atkinson, Linda
Stoneking and Bob Rose,
and underclassmen Wendy Ed­
wards and Floyd Scott.

At 9:30 a.m. Saturday, the
traditional Homecoming parade
took place. The floats, accom­

panied by color cars, were

paraded in full view of the
whole town. This year, because
of the theme, several antique
automobiles, reminiscent of the
20's, were included with the
usual late-model color cars.

Prior to the parade, the floats
were lined up at their desig­
nated positions to be judged.
The judges for this year's com­

petition were noted citizens of
Ottawa and faculty members

from the University. Included
in the parade were representa­
tives of both the Democratic
and Republican parties, and a

delegation from the Flood Con­
trol project.
This year is a banner year

for Ottawa in that the Flood
Control Project is now com­

plete. This morning, at 10:30
a.m., the dedication of the Ot­
tawa Flood Protection Works
took place on the south side of
the Main Street Bridge. Among
several notable speakers pres­
ent to help in dedicating the
bridge, was Gov. Anderson,
who, by cutting the ribbon,
officially opened the flood
gates.

Homecoming is not only a foot­
ball game, but an occasion to
welcome back alumni and par­
ents of students attending the
University.

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charge of alumni affairs, stated
on Wednesday that 195 parents
had confirmed that they would
attend the Homecoming activi­
ties.

This
is the only Homecoming activ­
ity especially planned for the
parents.

At 1:15 this afternoon, the
main feature of the Homecom­
ing weekend, the Ottawa-Me­
Pherson football game, will
take place on Cook Field. Dur­
ing the halftime, the floats
may be seen again, as they will
be paraded around the field. At
the same time, the reigning
Queen, Terry Harper, will an­
nounce the winners of the float
competition, as well as the run­

ners-up. Immediately after the

Queen awards the trophy and
the appropriate prizes, she 'and
her attendants will receive
flowers as a symbol of their po­
sitions. At 4:00 p.m., following
the game, an Alumni coffee
hour will be held in the Com­
mons.

Homecoming Ball will be held
at the Armory, starting at 9:00
p.m. Joe Darby will act as

Master of Ceremonies, with
Sandy Gresham and Bill Ed­
wards providing individual
performances for the occasion.
An additional event, in accord­
ance with the "Roaring Twen­
ties" theme, will be a Charles­
ton Contest. Music will be pro­
vided until midnight by the
Darrell Burkdoll Orchestra.

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A Statement of Policy
Recent questions have been presented concerning off-campus

scheduling of social activities. In an effort to clarify the position
of the University in this regarcL it appears that a brief statement
U necessary. '�

No student or group of students may schedule 'any activity
conflicting with an all school function. Further activities epen' to
all stuc1ents on or off-campus which are organized wholly or in

part by a student or group of students must be cleared through
the office of the Dean of Women. Failure to follow these pro­
cedures will result in an investigation and possible disciplinary
action.

The catalog states that students are eJC!')ected to abstain from
the consumption of alcoholic beverages while enrolled. It should
further be pointed out that the serving of alcoholic beverages to
a minor in Kansas constitutes a violation of the state law. Obvi­

ously, the policing of every tavern within reasonable traveling
distance from the campus is unrealistic. The University will, how­
ever, take appropriate action in the case of students known to
have violated this regulation. As a means of eliminating the
need for taking appropriate action, the University will, when
advance knowledge of' unauthorized parties is available. urge
and caution students not to participate and thus endanger their
position as college students.

Action Taken on Civil Rights, NSA

Those present last Tues­
day night saw the first of a

new type of Student Council
meeting. Even if the agenda
topics of previous meetings
weren't petty, they had been
handled in ways that made
them so. The new system of
assigned research and less

frequent meetings seems to be
a success. Last Tuesday night
two important and weighty
topics (racial integration and
NSA co-ordinator) were dealt
with effectively in less time
than it takes to discuss a light
for the parking lot.
Phil Schmidt's concern and

willingness to work was re­

flected in his motion on inte­
gration which the Council ac­

cepted and acted upon reason­

ably. Schmidt doesn't deserve
nor want all the credit, how­
ever. Many other students
have been actively concerned
with integration since last year.
It is hoped that many students
will be as willing to work for
the equality of opportunity this
year, and give Schmidt all their
support as he assumes the
chairmanship of the group
working with this problem.

NSA Reconsidered
The second item on the

agenda was the method of se­

lecting the NSA co-ordinator.
It was reported that it was only
a precedent that the co-ordina­
tor be a member of the Student
C a u n c i I. Nancy Schendel,
therefore, moved that the NSA
Co-ordinator be appointed by
<the student manager in the
same manner that other chair­
men are appointed. further­
more, her motion said that the
chairman should be a non-vot­
ing member of the Council
unless he were already a mem­
ber of the Council. The motion
carried.
Students Endorse Kennedy
Approximately 400 people

voted in the Homecoming elec­
tion. Linda Hay gave these re­
sults Qf the poll taken on the
same ballot which asked our

opinion of Kennedy's action in
the Cuban situation: 288 were

strongly in favor, 57 were mod­

erately in favor, two were un...

decided, two were indifferent,
two were moderately opposed,
two were strongly opposed.

decorations chairman.

The Student Council meet­

ing of October 23, had one item
on its agenda - nomination of
students for Who's Who in Am­
erican Colleges and Universi.,
ties. Qualifications necessary
for nomination are that the stu­
dent has attained a ranking of
junior or senior and have at
least a 2.0 grade average. A list
of twenty eligible seniors was
read by the president from a

letter sent by Dean Bemmels.
Four criteria were suggested by
Dean Bemmels for making the
nomination: (1) academic �­
cellence, (2) leadersbdp on CaEB­

pus, (3) service on campus, (4)
potential for future success.
The Council is allowed to make
fifteen nominations. The selee..
tions were made poorly. Coun:­
cil members were asked to
make judgments that they wete
not prepared to make. Members
were not informed before �
meeting who was eligible f(ir
nomination nor were the de­
tails and criteria of the nomina-­
tions made known. In fa� it
took a motion from the Coun­
cil to persuade Mr. Snittjer 10
read the list ot eligible juni�.
